Her work includes various research projects and training initiatives pertaining to targeted violence, threat assessment, and protective intelligence.  Georgeann is project manager of the Bystander component of the Safe School Initiative, which seeks to identify factors influencing a student’s decision to report planned school violence to authorities.  She is also currently working on NTAC research into targeted threats of terrorist violence. While at NTAC, she has worked on the Insider Threat Study, an analysis of the physical and online behavior of organizational insiders prior to and during network compromises, and the Exceptional Case Study Project Update, which looked at targeted violence directed toward public figures.  
Georgeann has been employed with the U.S. Secret Service since 2001, beginning with the Quantitative Studies and Statistical Systems Branch as a Social Science Research Analyst.  While there she researched a wide range of organizational issues within the Service.  Prior to her employment with the Secret Service, Georgeann worked at the American Institutes for Research specializing in juvenile justice research.  She also previously worked at an inpatient psychiatric hospital with adolescent and involuntarily committed adult populations.

Dennis R. Krebs is a Captain and paramedic with the Baltimore County Fire Department. Mr. Krebs began his career in the fire service in 1974. After nearly being shot, he developed the nation's first survival skills program for firefighters and EMTs.  Mr. Krebs is the author of the book, When Violence Erupts, A Survival Guide for Emergency Responders. In addition, he developed the Tactical Medical Support Field Guide, the recently published Special Operations Mission Planning Guide, and has written numerous articles for the fire and law enforcement communities. 

Mr. Krebs serves as a faculty member for the Integrated Force Health Protection Program.  Funded by the Department of Defense and produced by the Casualty Care Research Center, this program provides special operations medical training to law enforcement tactical and special operations teams. 

Mr. Krebs is currently completing coursework towards a degree in Intelligence Studies at the American Military University.

Stacey Newton is the founder of Strategic Partnership Schools Group (SPSG).  Ms. Newton has more than 10 years of highly successful experience as program manager and provider of training and consulting in multiple areas of school safety including emergency response plan evaluation and creation, emergency response scenario training and drills, student code of conduct review and implementation, safe school policy review, student discipline and crime data analysis, verbal de-escalation and non-violence physical intervention techniques, and insurance program review.  She has worked with over 200 school district and charter schools improving school security, reducing student incidents and enhancing emergency response procedures.

Ms. Newton is a nationally recognized expert in school security and emergency procedures.  She presently serves on the School Security Task Force for the District of Columbia, and recently co-authored a report on school security requested by the United States Congress.  She is a trainer for the United States Department of Justice, Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) program, and a certified trainer for Law Enforcement and Security Personnel in the States of New York, New Jersey and the District of Columbia.  Ms. Newton is also a certified trainer for verbal de-escalation and non-violent physical restraint.

Prior to founding SPSG, Ms. Newton was the Director of Security for 150 District and Charter Schools.  Ms. Newton was directly responsible for the security and safety of over 65,000 students, directing 600 Security Officers, including 150 sworn Police Officers.  She was responsible for the implementation of all safe school plans, conducting audits, training, investigating incidents, managing student behavior and referrals, and risk management.

Ms. Newton holds a Masters degree in Public Policy from Harvard University and an undergraduate degree from Boston University.  Ms. Newton began her career in education as a k-2 teacher.  She is a member of the National Association of School Safety and Law Enforcement, and the National Fire Protection Association.  She is a Certified Public Accountant, and Associate in Risk Management, and a certified Playground Inspector.
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
